Weather was over cast with a north/east wind and outbreaks of rain. Ground mainly Sugar beet bordered by grass covered ditches. Game consisted of Pheasant, Partridges and the odd Hare. Scenting conditions good.

On her 1st run this bitch knew her job, covering the ground and taking in the ditch where there was a likelihood birds would be holding up away from the wet beet. She soon came on point to a single partridge, which lifted and was pricked and flew on. She remained steady to a hare that ran past her, carrying on work she soon came on point again where she pointed and flushed a partridge, sat to shot and then completed the retrieve to hand.

This dog’s second run was also in beet with a back wind, again covering her ground with style when a partridge lifted on the right hand flank and was shot and fell in a cover crop. The retrieve was blind to the bitch; she acknowledged a rabbit on her way out and again making the retrieve to hand.

She completed the day with a perfect water.

The day was overcast with showers and a steady wind. Scenting conditions were good. The ground consisted of Sugar beet and the game Pheasant, Partridge and Hare.

Awards: There were two awards on the day, results and report:

1st         Dangvord Dido at Brakabreeze SRHP (B) – L Brown
This dog’s first run was in sugar beet on a back wind. The bitch cast off with good pace taking around 50 yards out and quartering into the wind covering all guns. Came on to a stylish point and produced a pair of partridge: one bird was shot. The dog sat steady and when asked made a 30 yard retrieve to hand. Cast off again and then came on point to produce a partridge. Dog sat to flush, the bird was shot and the dog then made another 30 yard retrieve to hand. The handler was quiet allowing the dog to get on with her job. The dog marked the fall well.

Second Run. This run was into the wind. Set off with good pace covering all given ground. A single partridge lifted at distance from the dog and was shot. The dog sat to shot and fall and on command made a 50 yard retrieve to hand. Good retrieve.

The dog’s third run was again into the wind with good pace, taking in all the ground. Came on point on a pair of partridge which lifted before the guns were in place. The dog was steady. The dog hunted on, then again came on point again. A pheasant lifted before the guns were in place, the dog sat to flush.

Water test was good. The handler and dog were a pleasure to watch. The dog was easy to read and handled her game well. Good team work.

The dog hunted on and a partridge lifted at distance from the dog on the edge of the dogs beat. The bird was shot. The dog sat to shot and fall. The dog made the retrieve with a lot of assistance from the handler.  At distance the dog flash pointed a hare and was very steady to flush.

The dog’s third run was again on a back wind. Set off with real fast pace taking in lots of ground. Flash pointed a partridge and was steady at distance. Hunted on, flash pointed a hare at distance and was steady to flush. Water was good.

The dog was steady to the flush and shot, the cock pheasant was retrieved back to hand. Her second run was in a small wooded area and no game was found.

This dog was called up for an 80 yard retrieve on a pheasant out in an open grass field. The retrieve was made to appear more difficult than it was, eventually being brought back to hand. This dog was called forward again for a retrieve on a cock pheasant, this time from within a wooded area out in a grass field. With some encouragement the dog retrieved the bird back to hand. The dog continued her run, hunting along a small valley and hedge, she covered the ground well but no game was found. The dog was called forward again to work a thick hedge on the side of a maize crop. The dog indicated and then came on point on the hedge line. Several birds lifted and a hen bird was shot landing in the maize crop, which was retrieved by this dog.

Water retrieve was completed.

Sanjon Breana

This dog was called up for a 70 yard retrieve out in the open on a live hen bird. With one command the dog completed the retrieve back to hand. This dog was again called up for a retrieve on a cock bird 60 yards away through a gateway. The dog was handled on to the bird and it was retrieved back to hand. The dog methodically worked along a ditch and into a small copse but no game was found. On her second run the dog hunted along a hedge row and it came on point on the edge of a small pond. A cock pheasant lifted as the handler approached but was not shot.

Water retrieve completed.

Each dog will be run into the wind for a minimum of 10 minutes with the first minute discounted to allow the dog to settle. No game will be shot, so retrieving will not be tested. Natural ability will come before steadiness and priority will be given to game finding. No dog will be eliminated unless it is out of control.

Dogs will be assessed at the end of the day and those worthy will be graded

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POINTING TEST GUIDELINES

(Partridge & Pheasant)

INTRODUCTION

The emphasis of these tests is on the natural working ability of the dog on open ground, assessing ground treatment, hunting and pointing with an element of steadiness. Spring Pointing Tests are an evaluation of potential in a pointing dog. Dogs are to be run and graded as individuals and not in competition against other

dogs.
CATEGORIES

The Tests are to be judged in two age categories:

Junior - For dogs of 6 months of age on the day of the test and under 2 years of age on 1st January in the year of the test, to be judged on partridge and pheasant, ground game being judged for steadiness only.

Adult - For dogs over 2 years of age on the 1st January in the year of the test, to be judged on partridge only with all other game being judged for steadiness only.

BASIC REQUIREMENTS

Each dog shall run singly into the wind, quartering a beat of at least 100 metres on open ground.

Each dog shall be run for a minimum of 10 minutes before being considered for grading.

Each dog will be allowed one minute to settle unless out of control.

Dogs are required to hunt, point, and hold game and flush on command.

Each dog graded is to be given a verbal critique by the Judges and an Assessment Certificate at the end of the day.

ASSESSMENTS

The ideal pattern is when the dog is searching for game and is completely in tune with the handler. The dog should hunt with drive, purpose and with good pace, ranging wide, always turning into the wind and covering its ground with style. All game birds on its beat should be pointed and all other game honoured.
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POINTING TEST GUIDELINES (continued)

CREDITS

Good ground treatment/regular pattern - Turning into wind - Natural ability to hunt without intervention – Game finding -

*Good Pace - *Correct head carriage (*when considering these aspects judges must take into account the individual styles of the different breeds.) Steadiness to flush - Quiet handling.

Assessment of EXCELLENT

The dog must work to the ideal pattern and exhibit all credits.

Assessment of VERY GOOD

The work must be close to the ideal pattern without any persistent faults.

Assessment of GOOD

The work must be of a good standard showing natural aptitude.

Judging Notes:
Dog to quarter with its nose on the wind with correct head carriage, enabling it to make contact with game scent.
Quartering and turning on each flank into the wind.
Spending little or no time on ground or residual scent, giving only an indication of its presence.
Positive indication of game, ideally holding until handler is in close contact and working forward with determination to final point. With correct head carriage the dog should directly flush, not losing contact and not foot scenting the game.
Positive flush of game with dog steady. Game not to be chased in flight but exuberance quickly brought under control may be allowed for junior dogs.
A grading can be considered if birds flush off the dog's point of their own accord when the handler is not in close contact.
Dogs that complete the card in their first run and are graded will not be required to run again. Only dogs of sufficient standard, which have not obtained a grading in their first run, are to be considered for a second run. Judges should not be tempted to run a dog a second time to try and up-grade it if they have been able to give it a grading in its first run.
Faults - Stickiness on point - Persistent false pointing - Persistent pointing of 'larks' - Persistently casting back on the wind -

Unsteadiness - Catching healthy game.

Elimination Faults - Out of control - Failure to hunt or point - Not covering sufficient ground - Chasing game - Deliberately

flushing game without pointing - Missing game birds on the beat - Whining or barking.

JUNIOR: For dogs of not more than 2 years old on the day of the test. They will be judged on all game. All game will be assessed for steadiness. Dogs which do not hold the point will be marked down.

ADULT:  For dogs more than 2 years old on the day of the test. They will be judged on all game. All game will be assessed for steadiness. Credit mark up for dogs that hold the point and point partridge, snipe, woodcock and hare.

Each dog will be run into the wind for a minimum of 10 minutes with the first minute discounted to allow the dog to settle. No game will be shot, so retrieving will not be tested. Natural ability will come before steadiness and priority will be given to game finding. No dog will be eliminated unless it is out of control.

Dogs will be assessed at the end of the day and those worthy will be graded

Excellent, Very Good or Good.

It was great to see Angie and her GSP ‘Magic’ out on a shoot earlier this year. A good time was had by all, including a pub lunch! L-R: Sam, Chris, Angie, Joy, Jim and Steve. Special thanks to Rob Johnson for helping organise and taking the photos.
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Before Doug and I ventured into the HPR breeds we had a pair of Belgian Shepherds.  When my bitch died I felt she was irreplaceable, so although I wanted another dog I wanted a different breed. Wanting something more interesting than a Labrador (sorry Chris!), I recalled a newspaper article I had read a few years previous which detailed pointers as a breed that was rated as a good pet – good with people and other dogs, easy maintenance coat but with high energy – perfect I thought! Doug was reticent at first as he was keen to have another Belgian Shepherd, but he was soon enthusiastically researching breeders and availability of puppies, and so Freya our first GSP came into our lives. Although very boisterous and with boundless energy everything went fairly smoothly for the first nine months. She was bought purely as a pet and so lived as part of our family with daily walks in the local countryside and heathlands. However, this wasn’t enough for her when her hunting instincts kicked in, and although 90% of the time she was very obedient the other 10% she was a nightmare!  Her favourite trick was to be as good as gold and trick me in to a false sense of security until near the end of the walk, when she would decide to go AWOL.  She would disappear for up to an hour and a half by which time when she returned, I would have happily given her to any passing stranger! Originally I put it down to her teenage stage but as she reached 18months and then 2 years and then 3 years, and she was getting worse instead of better, I knew I had to address the situation before I had a nervous breakdown or she got herself into real trouble or I got the sack through being consistently late for work, or all three!  I could see that although in a lot of ways she had an enviable life her instincts as a hunting dog were not being fulfilled.  A piece I read recently summed it up perfectly – it was like using a Ferrari to drive to the shops. By this time we had also added Freya’s younger brother, Otto to the mix, fortunately a calmer and more biddable character, but we certainly didn’t want double trouble!  After a bit of internet research I came across the Norfolk and Suffolk HPR club, and so in February 2009, after a lot of deliberation we plucked up our courage, loaded the dogs into the car and made our way to Occold, not really sure what to expect. We were not just totally green in gun dog training but in anything to do with shooting - although we lived in the heart of the country, this was a completely new world to us. Happily, we found everyone very welcoming and tolerant of our ignorance! The big strength of the club is the huge pot of knowledge and experience that is available to us novices not just from the trainers but also the other members.  Even amongst the trainers there are varying views on the upbringing of their dogs, from those that are kept in kennels to be brought out for training, to those that share the settee!  So if you are offered a solution to a problem which you feel isn’t right for you or your dog, or you have tried a method which hasn’t worked for you, then speak to other people at the club.  Someone at the club is bound to have a suggestion for your problem which you can work with.  We have found that sometimes a simple observation can make a huge difference such as hints on using the wind direction. Just watching the more experienced trainers working with their dogs is an education in itself, and a joy to watch.  As the monthly training sessions became a regular event we progressed from the

‘square-bashing’ to the novice class. Quite early on Lucy Hustler briefly came into our novice group, (I think her dog had been out of action for a bit), watching her working with  her dog in such a quiet, united and patient way was truly awe inspiring, especially as she was a woman!  As well as the normal training sessions we also participated in the assessment days, working tests and specialised training sessions the club offered.  I am very proud that Freya achieved a fourth placing in the novice class at the 2009 Working Test. Unfortunately, Freya’s other bad habit was thieving, not just food but anything she could find on the worktops or table.  She was particularly partial to my undies and these she would ‘hunt’.  This was to be her downfall. That a young fit dog that was so energetic and strong could be felled by a knee-high sock and some pond grass was a tough lesson to learn.  So in August we were to find ourselves on a road trip to Truro to pick up Leyna my large Munsterlander. A breed I didn’t know existed until I joined the HPR club. Did I really think a Munster would be easier than a GSP?  I know easy and HPR breeds just don’t belong in the same sentence! I did think physically a Munster would be less strong and cuddlier!  When the breeder told me my puppy was the first of the litter to escape the whelping box, I did start to think, here we go again!  At eight months old she is very lovely but quite mad and with an attention span of a flea at times. So we are back to the square-bashing, and this time I haven’t got the excuse of being a complete novice.  Heel work and ‘the stay’ are coming on quite well, but will she sit without having her bum pushed down…….perseverance I tell myself!

Over the last two years I have learnt a whole new vocabulary, and I hope one day I will experience the thrill of trainer and dog working together in perfect unison.  The members come from all walks of life and have varying views on bringing up their gun dog, but the thing that binds us all is the desire to work towards successfully training our dogs.

Bloat in dogs is an acute and serious medical emergency that often ends in death. When bloating your dog's stomach becomes dilated with gas and twists on itself. The blood flow is blocked and the stomach cannot be emptied. The gas build up continues and the vital organs are starved of enough blood to continue functioning. 

If not treated quickly and effectively your dog could die from blood poisoning and toxic shock. 

HPR breeds with deep, narrow chests are particularly susceptible.

Symptoms of bloat in dogs and gastric dilatation

When your dog is suffering from bloat he (or she) is very uncomfortable. You may see these signs: 

Be alert whenever your dog appears distressed. 

The drum-like abdomen is not always seen. 

· A distended abdomen that might feel like a drum.

· Pace back and forth, unwilling to sit or lie down, restlessness.

· Dry heaving and drooling

· Panting and having trouble breathing.

When you notice only some of these signs then visit your vet (and hurry!). 

Possible causes of bloat

· Rapid eating. 
· Exercising too soon before or after feeding.

· Excessive drinking before and after feeding.

· Giving iced water.
· Stressful situations directly after feeding.
The jury is still out with regards what causes bloat but research has shown that there is an increased risk in dogs over 7 years of age, and male dogs are twice as likely to suffer from the complaint as female dogs, regardless of whether or not they are neutered. There has been an increase in the occurrence of bloat which corresponds to the increased use of dried food.

Preventative Measures

· Feed two meals a day instead of one and mix with some canned food

· Do not exercise for at least an hour before or after feeding

· Cool your dog down by wetting his belly and feet. Never give iced water.

· Avoid stressful situations directly after feeding.

Fortunately, bloat is still a rare occurrence but being alert to the risks and symptoms could save your dog’s life.
